Script #1

Kia Ora! I’m Tama (or JoJo) and today I have really exciting news. Someone new is going to join my

whanau! It’s someone who sleeps in a cradle, drinks from a bottle, wears nappies, and likes to be rocked

to sleep!

Can you guess who it is? PAUSE

A baby! My māmā is going to have a baby! I’m going to be a great big tuakana (or tuahine). And I’m

going to teach the baby how to dance, like this...

PERFORMER DOES A COOL DANCE.

Let’s hurry home - the baby is coming right now! We need to find the quickest way to my whare.

PERFORMER PULLS OUT A MAP.

The map says first we have to go through the bush then over the bridge and that’s how we’ll get to my

whare. Hurry!

PERFORMER RUNS ON THE SPOT, THEN ARRIVES AT THE BUSH.

Look! It’s Nikau the Tuatara. Nikau my māmā is going to have a baby!  I’m going to be a great big tuakana

(or tuahine). I’m going to teach the baby how to dance and you can teach the baby about flowers, plants,

and bugs.

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Script #2

PERFORMER WALKS ON TO A BEACH AND TAKES A BIG DEEP BREATH.

Ahhhhh. I love the outdoors. LOOKS TO CAMERA.

Oh Kia Ora! Today, I’ve come to the beach to get some fresh air, and to build a giant sand castle.

Do you want to help me? PAUSE

Great!

Let’s get to it! PERFORMER GOES TO BAG AND REALISES THEY HAVE FORGOTTEN THEIR BUCKET AND

SPADE.

Oh no…I forgot to pack my bucket and spade. Hmmm.

LIGHT BULB MOMENT.

Maybe we don’t need a bucket and spade to build a sand castle. Maybe we could draw a sand castle into

the sand instead!

PERFORMER COLLECTS A STICK.

This stick will work!

Now a castle has a floor...some walls...a kuaha...and a pointy roof.

Does it have windows? PAUSE

It does! Great. I will draw four windows. Can you count with me? Tahi, Rua, Toru, Wha.

Ka pai, that looks great. Oh it needs a flag! PERFORMER TAKES A FLAG OUT OF THEIR BAG AND PUTS IT

ONTO THE SAND DRAWING.

I brought a flag with me from home.

Thank you for your help today (sign languages thank you). LOOKS AT WATCH. Oh I better get home, it’s

almost time for Finn to come over. Ka kite ano!
